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Inside this issue:  

 I am writing to inform you of 

an issue that will have a significant 

long term impact on the town. In De-

cember, the Board of County Commis-

sioners (BoCC) released a traffic study 

relating to the Eaglehead and the New 

Market Region Plan. This study ana-

lyzed the traffic impact of the 3,500 

proposed units to be located in Eagle-

head. It included the I70/Meadow Rd. 

interchange and the Town Center Con-

nector that is designed to funnel traffic 

from Lake Linganore to the inter-

change. Even with these road improve-

ments, the study predicts traffic levels 

to reach 116% of capacity (at peak 

hour) on Main St. between 10 -20 years. 

Our current traffic level is 44%.  

 

 The BoCCõs previous traffic 

study conducted in August 2007 as-

sumed a bypass to go along with Eagle-

head. The results showed that the by-

pass had a benefit by limiting ultimate 

traffic conditions to an 88% level in 10 

to 20 years. This is higher than today 

as we predicted (in anticipation of 

Eaglehead) a year ago based on the 

Ijamsville Rd. Corridor Study.  

 

 Why is this important to you? 

As traffic grows, the street will become 

more dangerous to pedestrians and 

motorists alike. We already have quite 

a few accidents on Main St. currently. 

Many find it hard to come out of our 

driveways and alleys. Increasingly, we 

will find it harder to get our children to 

and from our schools. As a tourist des-

tination, it will become harder for our 

guests to cross the streets and to qui-

etly enjoy all that is beautiful in our 

Historic District. As businesses begin 

looking for more attractive locations, 

our recent economic development that 

has benefited historic preservation will 

begin to decline. As a homeowner in 

one of our villages, you may find your-

self living in a town whose biggest at-

traction, the Historic District, slowly 

begins to decay. 

 

 During the BoCCõs February 

21st New Market Region Plan Work 

Session, Commissioner Gardner stated 

that she would feel it would be a 

òfailure of her administrationó if the 

County and Land Stewards could not 

reach an agreement on their Devel-

operõs Agreement. From this statement 

I can only surmise that we must set 

our expectations to the fact that we are 

going to get Eaglehead and the traffic 

associated with it. The BoCC has also 

set aside $200k to study the bypass in 

more depth. Thus, the question seems 

to be whether we will get Eaglehead 

and no bypass (1.16%) or Eaglehead 

and a bypass (88%). The videos of these 

work sessions can be viewed online at 

the Countyõs website.

HDC Board requested a 2 month period to review the 

new Zoning Ordinance and will discuss with Bruce Gal-

loway their questions and comments.  

 

Clarification was made on the NMVFD zoning. It is in 

the Residential Antique district but not in the Historic 

District.  

 

P&Z in agreement that they do not want slots/

gambling in New Market.  

 

In January a joint meeting was held with the Mayor 

and Town Council and the HDC/ARC. A presentation 

was heard on the New Market Region Traffic Study 

that was recently completed. Shawn Burnett of Wilson 

T Ballard gave a presentation that indicated that in 

the next 10 -20 years Main Street will be at or over ca-

pacity during peak hours of operation. There was also a 

presentation by Mr. Wayne Smith on the possibility of 

a bypass project from Boyers Mill Road over to Route 

75.  

 

 

HDC/ARC  

 
Approval was given to Kenneth Lamb to replace porch. 

Was approved as submitted.  

 

HDC/ARC will take two months to review the new Zon-

ing Ordinance and will give comments to Bruce Gallo-

way and the Planning & Zoning board.  

 

Approval was granted to Mealeyõs Restaurant for a 

temporary sandwich board sign until their new sign is 

completed. Approval was also given for their new sign 

pending clarification on hanging brackets for the sign.  

 

A letter stating the concerns of the HDC/ARC on the 

growing traffic issues in the Historic District will be 

sent to Mr. Little of the Maryland Historical Trust.  

 

Permission was given for the removal of two trees in 

the front of Mealeyõs Restaurant. 

 

The New Market United Methodist Church sign was 

TOWN  COUNCIL  

Michael Marschner of the Department of Utilities and 

Storm Water Management gave a presentation on the 

Waste-to-Energy (WTE) long -term solid waste disposal 

system. 

 

Discussion was held about passing a town ordinance 

against gambling. This matter will be further discussed 

at the February P&Z meeting.  

 

Mr. Bob Mochi presented information about the possible 

use of 20 acres of the 100 Acre Woods for LUYAA ball-

fields. There are over 3000 families (6000 children) that 

participate in the LUYAA program and they are in des-

perate need of playing fields. The 20 acres that are in 

question are already cleared (they were previously 

farmed). The remaining 80 acres would be kept as a 

wildlife preserve and managed by the Audubon Society. 

LUYAA presented a letter of intent to the Mayor and 

Council that says they are prepared to spend the neces-

sary money to obtain the lease and to plant and main-

tain the fields. Kevin Rogers of the Royal Oaks property 

has agreed to allow access off of Royal Oak Drive where 

it terminates in his subdivision. Approximately four full 

size fields would be able to fit on the 20 acres. The 

Mayor and Council accepted the letter of intent from 

LUYAA and further discussions will be held on the 

lease and other arrangements.  

 

The Council passed Resolution 08 -01 ñ WTE Resolu-

tion. This resolution supports Frederick Countyõs explo-

ration of a Waste -to-Energy facility as presented.  

 

The Council passed Resolution 08 -02 ñ Adventure Park 

Settlement (Documents are on the Town website).

Effective October 1, 2007, a new law enacted by the 2007 session of the Maryland 
General Assembly, requires all homeowners to make a one-time application in order 
to be eligible to receive, or continue receiving, the Homestead Tax Credit. The 
Homestead Tax Credit law limits each the amount of assessment increase on which 
an eligible resident homeowner actually pays County, Municipal, and State property 
taxes.

Yard Waste Pick -Up Resumes  

Wednesday, April 2,  2008   
 

Yard Waste will be resume collection on Wednesday, April 2 and continue until 

the last Wednesday in November (26th).  Acceptable yard waste will be yard 

trimmings, grass clippings, leaves, brush and branches. Collection will be from 

the curb and shall be placed in brown biodegradable paper bags only (they can 

be purchased at Loweõs or Home Depot). Branches should be cut to three foot 

lengths and must not be more than 3 inches in diameter. They should be tied in 

bundles. No root balls, dirt, sod, or rocks or trash in the bags. Yard waste should 

be on the curb by 7:00 a.m. Wednesday mornings starting:  April 2, 2008.

This year Hahn Transportation, Inc. will celebrate its 

75th year in the trucking business. With over 100 trucks, 90 

drivers, three dispatchers and five terminals, Hahn continues to 

be a leader in the New Market community. 

ñWe try to be good neighbors and tuck ourselves in 

here,ò said Barbara Windsor, CEO of Hahn Transportation, 

Inc. 

Located on Main Street just outside of the historic 

town line, Hahnôs corporate headquarters are easily over-

looked. Designed by Rebecca Hahn Windsor, former CEO and 

daughter of founding father, James Hahn, the building is remi-

niscent of the Federalist era, down to the type of bricks used.  

ñRebecca went to great lengths to study the style of 

the building so that it stayed with the flow of the historical 

town as well as become a home away from home,ò said Sue 

Boyer, office manager.  

In 1933, with one flatbed truck, James Hahn entered 

the trucking business. He delivered milk to the creameries and 

local produce to the cannery in Frederick. 

In the late 40ôs, James Hahn went in to the petroleum 

business when a friend asked him to transport a load of oil. 

Today, Hahn Transportation transports heavy oil, kerosene and 

hazardous materials. None of the transported materials are 

stored at the New Market headquarters, only empty trailers. 

With dispatch operating 24 hours a day and 365 days per year, 

trucks are sent to pick up and then deliver materials.  

ñAt headquarters, we have nothing but empty trailers. 

We essentially sell the space to move materials. Our routes are 

short haul and drivers return home after each shift,ò Windsor 

said. 

 It has always been part of the Hahn tradition to main-

tain an active role in the state as well as the community. In 

1967, James Hahn became the chairman of the Maryland Mo-

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tor Truck Association (MMTA) and worked closely with local 

civic organizations. When his daughter Rebecca took over the 

company, she continued this tradition and became the first 

female to serve on the MMTA. Her daughter, Barbara also 

became chairwoman in 1997, making Hahn Transportation the 

only mother-daughter team and three-generation team in the 

state. 

ñDonôt complain about something if youôre not going 

to contribute,ò Windsor said.  

Windsor knows a lot about contributing. She has 

served on the board of the American Trucking Associa-

tion and the National Tank Truck Carriers. She was 

also a candidate for lieutenant governor in 1998. 

While active on a national and state level, Hahn 

Transportation continues to focus within the New 

Market community as well.  

Many employees of Hahn are brought in to the com-

pany through local high school work-study programs. Unlike 

other organizations, which shy away from hiring teenagers, 

Hahn believes in offering opportunities to everyone. 

ñOften when someone begins to earn a paycheck, 

their confidence will increase. I have heard of some students 

who had trouble in school, actually improving after working 

here,ò Boyer said. ñHahn offers opportunity if youôre willing 

to work and willing to learn.ò 

Although, Hahn saw a slight decline in business with 

increased gas prices and a slower economy, Windsor sees a 

stable future for the company. 

ñEverything consumers use are delivered by truck. It 

will never be outsourced and trucks will be moving products 

from one place to another on a day to day basis,ò Windsor 

said. ñAmerica canôt run without the truck.ò
