Absentee Voting Instructions

Who: Any registered voter may vote by absentee ballot.

How: Pick up an Absentee Ballot Application at the Town Hall or go to the website
www.elections.state.md.us/voting/2008_absentee_info. Submit a request by mail A must be received by 4:30 p.m. on Oc-
tober 28, 2008 or by fax fi must be received by 11:59 p.m. on October 28, 2008. After the deadline a Late Application for
Absentee Ballot must be completed in person at the board of elections.

After you receive your absentee ballot and read the instructions, vote the ballot and return it to your local board of elec-
tions. To be counted the voted ballot must be:

Received by the local board of elections by 8:00 p.m. on election day; or

Mailed on or before election day, bearing a postmark verifying that fact, and received from the postal service or private
mail carrier by 10:00 a.m. on November 14, 2008.

NOTE: Do not take your voted absentee ballot to the polls on election day. A voted absentee ballot turned at the polls
will not be counted. On election day you must deliver your voted absentee ballot to your local board of elections. Voters
with specific questions should contact their local or State board of elections.
